I met with Nori Pineda of HAU this afternoon. Here are some points and agreements:

· Because the partnership with HAU is taking two tracks, we agreed on two separate brownbag sessions.

· June 29 - Plutopia brownbag session with selected subject teachers, together with the principals of the high school dept and the elementary dept. Maximum of 20 pax. Time: 10am-12nn. Venue: Holy Angel University.

· July 1 - NSTP brownbag session with all NSTP instructors/facilitators. Maximum of 25 pax. Time: 5:00-7:00pm. Venue: HAU.

· The reason why there will be 2 brownbag sessions is that each will follow different tracks, and it will be difficult to discuss with them on two different subjects in one setting. At baka maging unwieldy ang audience pag marami.

· We had to choose July 1 for the 2nd brownbag session because of time constraints. I know everybody is supposed to be on their way to Subic for the ASoG staff conference on this date. My suggestion is that you (and whoever will be your backup) will drop by HAU for the brownbag session on your/our way to Subic. (Pwede din tayong lahat on our way to Subic, di ba? Parang side-trip.) Total wala namang serious ASoG activity early pm of July 1 in Subic. If nobody is interested to join, I volunteer to assist you. (Bait ko, no?)

· Do we have budget for lunch (Session 1 = 20 pax) and dinner (Session 2 = 25)? HAU will be taking care of the venue, presentation equipment, etc. so nakakahiya naman kung di man lang tayo ang magpapakain. As to food preparation, I can ask Nori to have it prepared for us, and we'll pay through her na lang (with the receipts and other required documentation). Sabihin ko Kapampangan food na mura.

· Nori says that re the Plutopia module development, everything will be contingent on the interest and commitment of the brownbag participants. So galingan talaga natin yung presentations to convince them. It will also be during the session that we will put together the series of activities leading to the pilot-testing, monitoring, revision and finalization. But it woud facilitate if we can prepare our own line up of activities.

· As to mainstreaming SAc into the NSTP, Nori assured me that it will not be a problem as she is the direct supervisor of the program. But still, the final outcome of this track will depend on the results of the brownbag session. Since they are about to make an overhaul of their NSTP modules (which Tess and I crafted a long time ago), I suggested that they can try pilot-testing the SAc training module a la ASPAP, including documenting the customization for eventual replication in other academic institutions. They are very open to the suggestion.

· We will draft the MOU after both brownbags - on the assumption that everything will be a go.

The Affiliated Network for Social Accountability in East Asia and the Pacific would like to partner with Holy Angel University in a project to develop learning modules using online computer-based mini-games that can enhance constructive citizen-government engagement and citizen monitoring of government.

 

We in ANSA-EAP promote social accountability (SAc) towards effective and accountable governance. SAc refers to a process of constructive engagement between citizens and government checking and monitoring government's conduct and performance as public resources are used to deliver services, improve community welfare, and protect people's rights. ANSA-EAP strategy is marked by intense partner relations, learning-in-action approach to building capacity, and production of high quality, usable, and appropriate knowledge products. Our current priority countries include Cambodia, Indonesia, Mongolia, and the Philippines.

 

The general aim of the proposed collaboration between ANSA-EAP and HAU is to develop classroom learning modules based on the Plutopia computer game that targets grade school students. The specific objectives include the following:
